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Psychoanalytical Study Of ‘Under The Sham
Of Kamakhya’ by Indira Goswami

The conventional psychoanalytical study was dominated by Freud
and forwarded by Lacan. Sigmand Freud and Jacqual Lacan, the
leading psychoanalists, were of the opinion that women are unable
to create good literature and when they create literature, it is inferior
in comparison to that of their male counterparts because women lack
the power of the ‘phallus’. The absence of ‘phallus’ leads women to
anxiety which is seen in the form of ‘lack’ in their literature. Lacan
believed that the ‘phallus’ signifies the symbolic language. During the
stage of acquisition of language, the girl child is unable to identify
herself fully with the father and so is at the disadvantage in the
process of acquiring language in comparison to the male child. K.
K. Ruthven, in Feminist Literary Studies : An Introduction quotes
Lacan:

If femininity is a construct effected in language and language
exists only in the paternal symbolic, women end up losers no matter
what subject position they adopt for they can only be either pseudo
males or end up being marginalized females (Ruthven : 1984, 98).

But the gynocritics go one step ahead and do not accept women’s
writing as inferior at all. They don’t believe themselves marginalized.
They challenge the associations made and the analogies drawn by
the conventional psychoanalysts. They refuse to accept ‘the penis as
the pen’ as said Freud. According to the gynocritics, writing is an
activity that takes place in the mind and compares it with the process
of conventional psychoanalysis by saying that mother — daughter
relationship is an excellent point from which they acquire immense
energy and power and so there is no ‘lack’ in experience. They

believe that women in general and women writers in particular share
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an intense relationship which is determined by the psychodynamics

-

of female bonding.

Through the research of the members of the Stone Centre at USA
of the Wellesley Centre for women, a new psychology of women
emerged in the 1970s and 1980s. Jean Baker Miller in Towards
a New Psychology of Women (1976) reflects the difference in the
starting point for women’s development. According to her “Women
stay with, build on, and develop in a context of attachment and
affiliation with other” (Miller : 1976, 83). Women, seeing themselves
in relation to others, merge and organize their selves in the service
of home, husband and children, resting their sense of identity and
value on it. Thus, women find themselves psychologically confined
to various roles of wife, mother and daughter. If mothering, sacrifice,
tolerance and care are the most excellent virtures, it is shocking
that men devalue them in favour of power and success. It is the
patriarchal system which has denied men the opportunity to nurture
and care.

This new psychology emphasizes on women’s rather than men’s
experiences and derives its interpretative categories from women’s
own descriptions of their experience. The research has been described
as women — centred. They have recognized women’s inner strength
and the value of women’s basic psychological structure. Women
centered psychologists have found care — giving and allied values
like empathy, affiliation, nurturing and a collective vision of social
life to be central to the female experience. This new psychology
challenges the traditional male idea of self — in — relationship.

The part assigned to women has been devalued and treated
unimportant. This devaluation generates within women a sense of
inferiority and dejection. Without an equal opportunity and right to
develop them, they find this situation oppressive, creating a feeling of
discontent. This arouses conflict which leads them towards difficulty
in adjustment and adaptation. Being a suppressed, powerless and
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dependent group, they do not verbalize their conflict or shom
any manner. They are accused of making unjust, invalid, exaggerated

demands and are hardly heard because the dominant group (men)
found them trivial.

Carol Gilligan, in In A Different Voice : Psychological Theory
and Women’s Development (1982) notes that men and women have
different approaches to morality. The male morality has a ‘justice
orientation’ while the female morality has a ‘responsibility orientation’.
She shows that women’s sense of self and of morality revolves round
issues of responsibility for care of and inclusion of other people.
She believes that psychology has persistently and systematically
misunderstood women.

Even Nancy Chodorow in The Reproduction of Mothering:
Psychoanalysis and the Sociology of Gender (1978) notes that
contemporary child rearing methods produce a need for connectedness
in girls and separation in boys. The boys’ initial identification with the
mother is replaced with the identification with the socially accepted
male role. This is the reason that boys become more detached while girls
become emotionally dependent and exploitable. The girls’ identification
with their mother leads to the need of ‘mother’. Finally, she focuses
on the reproduction of mothering giving way to the subordination of
women.

In Healing Connection : How Women Form Relationships in
Therapy and Life (1997) Miller and Stiver raise a question why some
women have difficulties entering into growth — fostering relationships
and how they can grow into them. They state psychological problems
faced by women to form and sustain intimate relationships through
cries, frailties and various other difficulties. They stress that a healthy
relationship is one which leads to mutual growth and list five
things important for mutually empowering relationship which are
zest, action, knowledge, worth and desire for more connection. They
argue that, women, in longing for intimate connection, sabotage their
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2true nature by concealing or suppressing those feelings which are
expressions disliked by male.

In order to understand female psyche, their caring nature and
female bonding are important to study. Caring nature is considered
a woman’s basic trait and is often extolled as a virtue. But it is
devalued as an irrational or unrational urge by patriarchy. Any
failure on the part of either the care given or the cared — for, blocks
the relationship and healthy communication. Care, empathy and
nurturing have come to acknowledge as feminine virtues. Though
these virtues are essential for the enhancement of humanity, society
places little value and few rewards on these.

Female bonding, an important expression of nurturing and care
giving, helps in female identity formation. It challenges the male
— centered approach and interpretation of female psychological
development and offers new paradigms to contextualize female
friendship. It becomes an act of self — affirmation for many to
recognize and appreciate the mother. The notion of sisterhood or
female friendship is accepted in India due to the rigid male — female
compartmentalization as it is a growth — fostering relationship.
Women often had the ‘inner room’ to themselves, which is used to
be their exclusive domain. Sudhir Kakar in his thought provoking
book The Inner World (1981) says:

The special maternal affection that is reserved for daughters,
contrary fo expectations derived from social and cultural prescription,
is partly to be explained by the fact that a mother’s unconscious
identification with her daughter is normally stronger than with her
son (Kakar: 1981, 284).

Together women can resist the patriarchal power structure.
Healthy relationship fosters the psychological development and mutual
growth but unhealthy ones diminish or destroy the relationship.
It also leads to trouble when it is one — sided. The absence of
reciprocity of care thus generates feelings of worthlessness, lack of
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zest, isolation, depression and inertness, further leading to neglect,

ki

lack of communication, alienation, conflict and identity crisis.

Self — assertion is a positive quality, but when it is practiced
at the cost of negation of care and other positive feminine values,
it creates ultimate discontent. Care and nurturing are natural to the
female psyche. If allowed to blossom, they may lead women to self
— actualization. But feminist psychologists regret that the values of
care, empathy, tolerance and nurturing should ultimately become a
source of suffering. When women care for others out of a fearful
need to please others, they lose their sense of self. According to Carol
Gilligan, this is the first stage of female development.

In the context of contemporary Indian writing in English,
Indira Goswami is one of the most confident voices who explore
individual and universal predicaments through the female psyche.
She has revealed the subconscious and unconscious psyche of her
female characters. As compared to other Indian women novelists of
the twentieth century, she is much more vociferous in voicing her
fears and concerns regarding the future of women in uncongenial
surroundings.

She has focused on the marginalization of women in Indian
society and has marvelous understanding of the psyche of women
and therefore her novels are dominated by female protagonists who
struggle hard in their lives, break patriarchal order, protest against
male dominance and at last come out in flying colours in their quest
of self identity. She specially explores the world of urban women
with all their overwhelming problems and challenges.

Her female protagonists are sensitive and self — conscious. They
pass through a great turmoil and suffering. They are desirous to revolt
against the stereotyped roles assigned to them by the society. They are
in conflict with their inner selves because they deny their real feelings.
Indira Goswami exposes their pain, agony, helplessness, exploitation
and the most important is the problems of being a woman.
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2 Indira Goswami’s one of the important short stories ‘Under the
Shadow of Kamakhya’ which represents human psyche, particularly

women’s psyche. In this short story, Padmapriya is a leading woman
character who is suffering from leucoderma, white leprosy. Because
of white spots on her body, the patriarchal culture treats her in a
very strange and humiliating way. Patriarchy does not bother the
feelings of Padmapriya. She is only a lifeless entity in the androcentric
society, without motion and zest for life and treats her as useless and
aimless object. All her hopes of life are disappeared. Instead of giving
encouragement, the patriarchal culture humiliates her.

In this critical situation, her mother, Yashobai, is the only source of
inspiration and happiness for her. Her mother gives her warmth and
courage to fight against the whole patriarchal set up bravely. Yashobai
is the only source of inspiration for her to make life meaningful.
She inspires her and makes her bold to face all the hardships and
hindrances of life which is created by the society. When patriarchal
culture, instead of providing sympathy and courage to face the disease
tries to make her demoralized. So, through the example of Padmapriya,
Indira Goswami attacks on the authority of the patriarchal culture and
highlights the mother — daughter relationship.

Mother — daughter relationship, an important issue to understand
the psyche of women, plays a significant role in “Under the Shadow
of Kamakhya”. Mother is regarded as a sheltering tree that showers
love, sympathy and warmth to the child. The love and sympathy
of a mother makes her daughter strong and capable to face all the
problems of the world. Padmapriya’s mother stands as a protecting
rock (covering part) for Padmapriya against the patriarchal set up
and so, she, with the help of her mother, begins to comprehend
the harsh realities of the male dominated world. To emphasize this,
Indira Goswami writes:

I mean, has he seen your ... hand ... your heaving bosom ...
your ... Men are like wolves. Once they taste flesh, they turn into
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man eaters. Anyone who has spent even one night with you ...
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Haven’t you heard how the man eaters swallow even the blood
soaked clothes of their victims. Human flesh is intoxicating. And the
craze for human flesh is even more powerful in humans that it is
among animals (Goswami @ 2001, 47—48).

Patriarchal culture mocks at a woman for her physical weakness.
The white spots on her body are responsible for her pain and
suffering. Because of white spots on her body, she is sent back by
her husband and in — laws. She becomes a burden to the family.
Padmapriya is harassed by patriarchy so much that sometimes she
loses her mental stability. As the author narrates:

Once in the privacy of her room, she reached up and removed
the small mirror that was hung on the wall Then, she fook off
the blouse, which she was wearing. She stood there in her flimsy
chemise. Slowly, almost in a daze, she stepped out of her chemise
and knelt down on the floor. The chemise was folded carefully and
placed on the bed. She shivered as the cool breeze, touched her
bare akin. Then she twisted around with the mirror held out behind
her, and stained to catch a glimpse of the small spot on her back.
She found it impossible to see anything clearly. Her mother, she
remembered, had stripped her down fo the skin before she could see
the spot. So this is the mark the Shastri’s family calls leucoderma,
white leprosy, “her mother screamed”. This is the reason they sent
you back in disgrace (Goswami @ 2001, 41-42).

Here, the mirror is a symbol of patriarchy which shows the
horrors of her life. According to the patriarchal culture, only a
woman’s beautiful and charming body is important, not her true
self. Padmapriya has lost her beauty and charm because of white
spots of leprosy and so patriarchal culture has thrown her away from
their circle to live lonely and miserable life. So, instead of providing
warmth and sympathy to Padmapriya, even her husband leaves her
to live lonely life with pain and suffering.
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2 But in this pathetic situation, her mother, Yashobai, becomes an
inspirational source for her. She always encourages her and makes

her aware of the reality of the patriarchal culture and insists her to
come out of the gloomy life. Once she scolds Padmapriya in worry:

What have you been doing here the entire day? Why do you
bury yourself in this dark room ? Come out. Immediately (Goswami:
2001, 42),

She further consoles and sympathizes her:

What’s the matter my child ? Why are you crying so ? Is it the spot
on your back? Has it grown? Let me see, show me. If that is what
it is, don’t worry, my child. We will send you to the best doctors for
treatment. You will be cured. Don’t cry, don’t (Goswami: 2001, 64).

The outburst of Yashobai before Bhuvaneshwar, her son - in -
law, is not only the anger of Yashobai but of Indira Goswami herself
for ill treatment of Patriarchy towards such women. She courageously
told Bhuvaneshwar:

Do you think you can bring in one girl through the front door
and throw the other one out through the back door? Do you think
women are sheeps and goats that you can buy and sell as you
please? Do you ? (Goswami: 2001, 71-72).

This statement shows the mentality of the patriarchal society. If
woman becomes useless, she is discarded from his life and brings
another woman for his selfish purpose. But he does not think about
that woman who is discarded from his life. Thus, Indira Goswami tries
to give women their respectable place in the manmade culture. In fact,
the voice of Yashobai is a voice of Indira Goswami herself. So the
womanly experiences are very powerfully described in ‘The Shadow of
Kamakhya’. Here, ‘the dark and lonely room’ is a symbol of the life of
Padmapriya which is given to her by patriarchy, and Padmpriya with
the help of her mother, comes out of this “dark and lonely room”.

The idea of sisterhood and female bonding are also important
to understand the psyche of women which unite women to share
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common experiences of life as a woman can only understand the
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feelings of other oppressed women. Woman is always bound with
relationship as she has collective identity. The feeling of sisterhood
gives women warmth, sympathy and strength to face the problems
bravely.

Here, Indira Goswami introduces the issue of female bonding,
the desire of one woman to help another less fortunate one through
which women counter patriarchy and try to create a world of their
own. It plays a significant role in identity formation as well as in
sustaining women in the patriarchal set up. In a society where the
male and female worlds are strictly compartmentalized, women find
their space in the ‘inner courtyard’, where the feminine atmosphere
is supreme. Away from the male domain and secure from the male
gaze, women try to forge strong ties and get a feeling of belonging.
Together, women can resist the patriarchal power structure. In Indian
culture, where segregation of the sexes, a social order, based on class
and caste hierarchy is normal, female bonding is natural. In India,
female bonding is deeper because the dominant discourse, by and
large, excludes male involvement in the domestic field.

The idea of sisterhood is projected between Padmpriya and
her near and dear friend Lawanya. In fact, Lawanya has shared
a very matured and an intimate relationship with Padmapriya.
Like Padmapriya’s mother, it is Lawanya who infused courage
and determination in Padmapriya. She is the first individual after
Padmapriya’s mother who gives her courage to face the patriarchal
culture bravely. To quote this, the author narrates:

Padmapriya sprang up from her bed and rushed to the door.
She hastily opened the door and let in her friend. Her friendship
with lawanya stretched back over many years. And now, when many
of her girls hesitate, cringing to come near her, Lawanya remained

unchanged. Lawanya entered the room and hugged her (Goswami:
2001,46).
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2 Because of her intimate relationship with her mother and friend,
Padmapriya becomes bold and courageous by nature. She faces “all
eyes turned towards her” (67) bravely. To emphasize this, the author
writes

Padmapriya stood silently, her head bowed low. She did not
reply. Instead, she walked forward with bold, confident steps. No
one had seen such assurance in her during these past two years
(Goswami: 2001, 67).

In order to divert her mind from the harshness of life, she, with
the help of her friend and mother, grows white flowers. Here, planting
the white flowers is a symbol of hope - hope for better life, hope
for upliftment in life. As the white flowers grow, her hope to come
out from this pathetic situation becomes more and more determined.

To conclude, Padmapriya’s relationship with her mother and
friend gives her a lot of courage, so that, at the end of the story, she
boldly says the truth about the child in her womb. She courageously
declares that ‘The child’s father is Sambhudev”(76). Through this
statement, she rejects the authority of her husband. Her courage
to live in her own way is clearly reflected. She has grown up as
a woman who lives according to her own wish. So, it is a story
which reflects Padmapriya’s determination to come out from all the
sorrows and miseries which are given by patriarchy and establishes
her individuality and self identity.

The concept of the mother — daughter relationship is the central
concern of recent feminist psychological studies. This relationship
aids the development of the female personality. The girls, being of
the same gender as the mother do not completely separate from
their mothers. They sense their mother’s disappointments, painful
experiences and the seething rage inside them . Moreover, the
mothers also tend to experience their daughters as more like and
continuous with themselves. Thus, the formation of identity blends
with attachment felt for their mothers.
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So, we notice that Mamoni Raisom Goswami’s ‘Under the

i

Shadow of Kamakhya’ is a result of the writer’s sensitivity to be able
to identify herself with other women, mother and friend. It is their
strength, warmth and courage that she turns into a strong personality

who does not bother about the opinions of patriarchy.
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2 Ashima’s Journey In ‘The Namesake’
A Quest To Find Self

Abstract

The Namesake as a story is mostly interpreted as the description of
cross-cultures and identity struggle of the characters and representing
- The Namesakes of the several names in the novel. The Namesake
journeys through several experiences of the characters present therein
bringing out the several namesakes in the course of action. Our focus
is on the representation of the character of Ashima from a feminist
point of view drawing examples from both the movie and the novel.
Through our perspective we find the namesake of Ashima’s character,
who truly attains the limitless stature of her life.
Keywords: book adoption,movie feminism; character analysis, female

The Namesake as novel always tends to find the namesake in
the character of Gogol. But its thread also connects other characters
in the novel that truly stand out as what the meaning of their name
stands for. Talking of the namesakes of the names in the story lets
draw the attention to the character of Ashima - the wife of Prof.
Ashok Ganguly, and later the mother of the protagonist Gogol/Nikhil
and Sonia Ganguly. Lahiri draws most of her characters from real
life inspirations .In The Namesake,She refreshingly adopts narrating
technique that weaves the thread of emotions towards the story.

All the characters in the story, more or less, go on a transformation
because it is all about the cross-cultural experiences that the characters
undertake stretching their wings from the east to west. But the
character which evolves the most, justifying the meaning of her name,
is undoubtedly Ashima. One can try to explore the character of
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Ashima who is defined as either wife or the mother even’t\h:n\l;;s
she and her journey of experiences occupy a significant space in
the novel. And since there has already been a successful screenplay
adaptation of the book to draw parallels is a very obvious choice,
and at times compare both the versions of the story in the context
of Ashima’s character, with a feminist point of view of the novel

drawing instances from the movie as well as from the book.

Journey of Ashima: The Movie and The Novel

P. Torop writes: “The main difference between film and literary
work lies in the fact that literature is fixed in a written form, while
in a film the image (representation) is supported by the sound, in
form of music or words” (300). Torop’s concern here is the change
of medium wherein the words are to be transferred into the image.
In film adaptation, dialogue is given much space. (Das) This surely
comes true in the screenplay adaptation of the novel where Mira
Nair not only skillfully deals with the cross-cultural theme and
identity crisis but gives Ashima the much needed space. In showing
the blooming love between Ashok and Ashima the movie actually
steals the show as it manages to capture the new bonding happening
between two people who were estranged till few minutes back.

Ashima struggles on arrival upon this estranged land which
reflects unsaid and unspoken love of Ashok throughhis actions while
Ashima gets words to be display, a very fine subtle recognition is
portrayed, through the visual representation of this love. One of the
examples would be the family visit to Calcutta when Ashok and
Ashima takes stroll in the romantic evenings in Victoria’s gardens.
It is quite an apt situation to exemplify the matured yet naive love
between these two individuals who were arranged to spend life
together by their parents.

Now onwards analysis of the namesake of Ashima drawing

parallels from both the screenplay adaptation as well as the novel
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reveals its presence. The character of Ashima, which literally means

T

limitless, or the one without any seema or borders, is probably the
strongest character of the story. It is not only because she is one of
the lead characters but also because she is probably the only character
in the entire story who stands and remains as the epitome of courage,
strength, serenity, and adaptable - all at the same time. Ashima
stands throughout the story despite her vulnerable position unlike
all the other characters in the story who either out rightly reject
whatsoever their life experiences has to offer,She swims through the
tides making her way to the final destination where she has attained
the limitless stature of her life by returning back to what she wishes
for at the time.

Transcending Boundaries

Ashima graduates from Calcutta University in English literature
but her life in a typical big Bengali family of Calcutta has not
changed a bit by her western education, her life has to be defined
by the only factor of marriage as she is an obedient daughter of her
parents who unquestioningly and as guided by her mother,slips into
a saree, obediently stands and sits in front of the parents of Ashok
when and as asked to. Her obedience further extends up to reciting
Wordsworth’s Daffodils as a proof of what she has acquired so far
in her academics of English literature.

Enough is said about the female characters being on the fore
front in such cross cultural and identity crisis thematic novels but one
must not forget how their lives being portrayed as being subjective of
others’ decisions and actions to a major extent. It clearly shows that
the women of both the families, Ashok’s or Ashima’s mother, both are
shown to be silent obeying their respective husband’s instructions,the
book does not clearly state the presence of these female characters,
the screenplay adaptation does make sure to show them in the scene
but are silent audience of whatever happening in front of them. They
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might be having some say in choosing their daughter-in-laws but
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the main decision is invariably by their husbands. The patriarchal
notion of a “male guardian” being the decision maker,as being more
“able” to take the decision for family is very much evident here.
The women in this context are somewhat completely sidelined. Even
Ashima - young, vibrant and educated Bengali girl is pretty cautiously
presented in the marriage market.

When one observes Ashima as person, wherein she is described
as tall and having sharp features - something quite unusual among
typical Bengali girls - “Ashima was five feet four inches tall for a
Bengali woman.” (5, pp 9),possesses those unusual features. She is
well-versed in the western language especially in the literature, which,
is a sign of intellectual personality according to the bourgeoisies
Bengali, acts as an add-on to her credibility in the marriage market,she
can cook and knit well as her mother skillfully places her daughter’s
expertise in front of the Ashok’s family, “She is fond of cooking, and
she can knit extremely well. Within a week she finished this cardigan
I am wearing.” (32, pp7) Ashima ‘smother leaves no stones unturned
in front of the boy’s family to market Ashima as the best choice for
their son,, “Ashima smiled, amused by her mother’s salesmanship.”
(32, pp7) In reality Ashima could have been easily portrayed as an
independent,headstrong girl who is well aware of her strengths and
limitations but she is framed with the conventional Bengali feminine
geography where her character was not provided with the choice of
standing on her own feet rather than her husband’s. In a way she
conveys the typical bourgeois Bengali household who, even though
proud of their cultural intellect, are still stuck somewhere in between
the web of absolute freedom and orthodoxy of their cultural heritage.
The conventional notion of women being the nurturer and not the
ambitious one is what evidently gets reflected here,the cultural legacy
where the identity of a woman is defined by who and what the
husband is rather than what she herself is.
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2 The same patriarchal mindset is seen where Ashima is asked
by her future father-in-law if she would be able to adjust to the

American ways of living which his son has skillfully acquired. “My
son has been living abroad for two years, earning a Ph.D in Boston,
researching in the field of fiber optics.” (12, pp 9) A little lump of
pride does surely jumps in the father’s voice which is not so much
highlighted in the scene, where Ashima’s reply “uni toh thakben”
“won’t he be there?”, 18, pp 9) coupled with her coquettish
smile probably defines the entire situation. She clearly exposes her
dependency on Ashok for her post-marriage life - something which
is expected and appreciated by both the families as the vulnerable
wife is more desirable rather than an independent wife.What is note
worthy is that the single line reveals the true nature of Ashima to
some extent as her answer is not only smart but witty reflecting
both her presence of mind as well as her latent vulnerability. Had
she been a little more confident in her reply reflecting the strength
of her western knowledge which has emancipated her in some ways
or other there were chances that she might have been misunderstood
by both the families, the point being, that a girl should be essentially
shy and coy when it comes to marriage no matter how much she is
familiar with the western world and its lifestyle is in fact reflected
here through this one single line. Here, is a naive young girl standing
on the verge of becoming a woman in every possible sense. Coming
out of her cocoon starting journey of achievingby transcending the
geographical borders - by flying to west from east - from the orient
to the more sophisticated and probably mechanical mannerisms of

living. She takes off with strong yet nervous wings.

Encountering West

On reaching a foreign land, she is first confronted by the silence
of the place with a stranger who is now her husband . Here no
hullaballoo like her Kolkata home. Her first reaction to all of these was
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claustrophobic, as everything is well-furnished and skillfully sho’v;c/a;;d\.g
In the screenplay adaptation Ashima is shown to visit the laundry

room service to wash her husband’s clothes as it is expected of her
. despite Ashok’s warning of not going outside as she is still not so
much familiar with either the roads or the lifestyle of this strange new
place, she confidently takes on the job, as a dutiful wife only to return
back immediately with tearful eyes filled with shock on seeing a couple
making out in the laundry room. She is shocked toencounter such
liberal attitude of this new land and comes back home with her horrific
memoirs. She returns hoping to be in solace only to invite scorn from
Ashok who is even more taken aback by his wife’s notion of duty on
his shrink clothes. From this episode onwards the young couple embarks
on a journey of discovery unfolding each others’ lives and also their life
together, through mundane encounters of daily life. The relationship that
gradually grows within these new geographical boundaries is what goes
missing in the book but genuinely captured in the movie.

Interpreting Feminism in The Namesake

In all works of Lahiri feminism is never dealt directly but it lies
right there as an undercurrent wave passing through every layers of
the story. “Though she never explicitly addresses feminism by name
in her fiction, the feministic manifestations of Jhumpa Lahiri in her
various works of fiction provide an insightful point of exploration.”
(Kasun),it is also found that Lahiri somewhat sidelines these emotions
of relationship growth between Ashima and Ashok in a book, while
it is beautifully answered by Mira Nair in her film adapatation. “In
this novel, Ashima, a young Bengali American immigrant gives birth
to, both physically and culturally, her son Gogol, whose search for
identity is entirely grounded on positive family role models, who
nurture his intercultural identity growth.”(Kasun) . Ashima’s character
seems to be confined within the cultural conflicting boundaries only
and nothing beyond those boundaries.
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2 While, post marriage Ashima builds a nest of her own though
relying majorly on Ashok, yet slowly and gradually opening up to

everything that her new surroundings have to offer, we see that the
alienation returns back with the birth of her children. While Gogol in
childhood is portrayed as a normal Bengali kid who has the mother’s
undivided attention for all his whims and fancies which he surely
adores, gradually that affection fades away which leaves Ashima with
her isolation. Sonia’s birth is not much highlighted neither her and
Ashima’s relation but as the narration takes placereaders become a
witness to an ambiguous relation between Sonia and her parents right
from the beginning. It is not what Ashima used to share with Gogol
when he was a kid- the world of motherly warmth.

Ashima’s isolation brings us to analyse another important aspect
of her life - the gender roles within Ashok-Ashima relationship .The
question arises that is it Ashok and Ashima or is it Ashok v/s
Ashima ? Even though as the story proceeds, Ashima is shown as the
potential self-dependent woman, from the very beginning Ashima’s
life has been subjective to the decisions taken by othersher parents,
Ashok and children, which is presented on various occasions in the
story. An example can be when the first time Ashima makes a move
to the outside world with little Gogol completely on her own,as a
mother Ashima undergoes her own transformation when she one
day decides to stop crying for Ashok not giving her attention and
wipes her tears and goes out to the grocery market all alone with
little Gogol in hand. She is not very confident but at the same time
frustrated as she has to depnd on her husband for essentials, yet this
potentiality never comes to any fulfillment as her life continues to
be governed by and revolved around others, throughout the novel.

At the later stage of the novel, Ashima is shown adaptive to
the western lifestyle of her surroundings and creating a space of
her own. While, Ashok who goes on to change his habits with time
and surroundings Ashima retains her own identity. She flips through
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the pages of Indian Bengali magazines while Ashok reads English

newspapers, which can be interpreted as her will to stick to the
grounds, to her own identity,an identity which she has chosen for
herself and not the one which has been chose for her, as earlier
seen in the story. Ashok, on the other hand goes on with the better
career opportunity that he comes through, he feels the sense of pride
to see his name typed in the university Faculty list. He takes pride
that he has been able to “achieve” what others in his family could
not like surviving in a foreign land with extreme weather and vast
cultural differences or creating a space of his own in this estranged
land. The readers too, feel proud of Ashok’s “achievements” in life.
Gogol here highlights the ABCD (American born confused desis)
factor of Ashok’s life, through Gogol that we get to know how other
Americans look upon his father but not a mention or a glimpse of
how those others think of his mother, Ashima, an Indian woman.
Was she ridiculed for her accent too..??,probably not,as later in the
novel Ashima takes up part-time job in the library and also driving
a car which of course is a result of Ashok’s concern of how she
will manage when he has moved away in Ohio, here it must be
noted that Ashok is not apprehensive about moving out for a better
career opportunity instead feels proud of his achievements. Although
he has concerns for Ashimatakes measures for his family’s safety,
Ashima’s ability to tactfully handle the family and house in his
absence, nowhere finds a trace of applause which strikes strange

chord in the narrating tone of the story.

Conclusion

In the end of the novel we actually see the real Ashima emerging
as a winner through all the difficult situations of life. She managed
to survive not only strange land without even after Ashok - a stark
contrast to her “uni toh thakben” dialogue many years back when
she was vulnerable and willingly dependent on her husband but
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succeeded in gaining the friendship of both of her children with

whom she shared a strange yet motherly affection. The sense of
alienation that filled the air while Gogol and Sonia were growing
up is now replaced with genuine compassion .Her life, which was
so far decided upon, is now takes it own decision. It reflestthrough
her assertive decision to move to Calcutta for six months and rest
of the six months in USA with her children. Ashima,all her life did
things that have been taught to her either by her husband, parents
or even children. “I did not know a thing back then,” (31, pp 285)
Ashima indeed goes through a transformation, beyond her or reader’s
imagination, in the novel. She had experiences of other to rely on so
far but by the end of the novel;she has her own experiences - those
which her own life has taught her. The shift from being the naive
vulnerable young Bengali girl to now a self-dependent woman -
Ashima truly overcomes all the limits of her life, thus, achieving the
namesake of her name, A-shima, the limitless.

The term “Mutual fund” means that the contributors contribute
money to the pool and apart from contributing the money; they also
get a good benefit from that pool. So, the pool of funds which is
held mutually by the investors or contributors is Mutual Fund. In
Fact, the mutual fund is a kind of business to invest the funds and
those funds are collected on demand of the investors who created

the pool.

introduction of the concept of mutual fund by the Unit Trust of
India in the year 1963. Though primarily the growth was slow, but
it picked up the pace from the year 1987 when non-UTI players
entered the industry and enhanced further from 2012 onwards. In
the past era, Indian mutual fund industry had seen a remarkable
expansion, both qualities wise as well as quantity wise.

The main cause for the poor growth of the mutual fund industry
in India in the past was that the concept was new to the country.
Major sections of investors belonging to India were not much aware
about the concept. Therefore; it was the most important concern of
all mutual fund companies, to market the product correctly well-
informed of selling. This work was began in last few years.

The Mutual Fund industry can be largely put into five phases
according to the development of the sector. First Phase during the era
1964-1987;5econd Phase during the era 1987-1993 (Entry of Public
Sector Funds); Third Phase during the era 1993-2003 (Emergence
of Private Sector Funds); Fourth phase during the era February
2003-April 2014; Fifth phase since May-2014.

The concept of mutual funds

Mutual funds pool money from many investors and invest it in
the stocks, bonds and other assets. The shared money is invested by
the money managers in the certain types of investments which are
expressed in the prospectus of the fund. If the money is invested in
stocks, the fund is known as the stock fund. If it is invested in bonds,
the fund is known as the bond fund. If the money is invested in
stocks and bonds both, it is a hybrid mutual fund. When invested in
mutual funds, the investors maintain shares in the fund in proportion
to their investment in the fund.
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2 Mutual fund investors are like shareholders and they own the
funds. In other words, the money in the mutual fund goes to the
investors and no body else. Mutual fund offers various range of
investments objective, each equivalent to certain point in the risk-
return matrix.

One can make money from a mutual fund in three ways -:

a. Income is earned from dividends on stocks and interest on bonds.
A fund pays out nearly all income it receives over the year to
fund owners in the form of a distribution.

b. If the fund sells securities that have increased in price, the fund
has the capital gain.

c. If the fund holding increase in price but are not sold by the fund

manager, the fund’s units increase in price.

Structure of indian mutual fund industry:

The Indian Mutual Fund industry follows a 3 tier structure as
reviewed below-:

* PROMOTER- Any project needs to have a promoter, one who
initiates, establishes and promotes the project and works towards
achieving the goals. In case of the mutual fund, promoter is
known as the sponsor and it represents the first layer in mutual
fund structure.

e SPONSER- A Sponsor must approach SEBI to seek permission for
establishing up a mutual fund. Once SEBI agrees to the inception,
a Public Trust is formed under the Indian Trust Act, 1882 and is
registered with SEBL
Sponsor then appoints the trustees, custodian and the AMC with

the approval of SEBI and in accordance with the SEBI (Mutual Funds)

regulations.

Margins on investments for mutual funds:
The SEBI (Mutual Funds) Regulations, 1996 specifies the
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restrictions on investments for mutual funds. The important o’n\e;\a/rzs

explained below:

* Every mutual fund shall buy and sells securities based on deliveries
and shall in all the cases of purchases, take delivery of relevant
securities and in all the cases of sale, deliver the securities. Under
revised norms, short selling of securities and stock lending and
borrowing is allowed, and mutual funds can mutual funds can
enter into derivates transactions in a recognized stock exchange
subject to framework relating to short selling securities lending
and borrowing specified by the Board.

e No mutual scheme shall invest more than 10% of its NAV in
the equity shares or equity related instruments of any company.
Provided that the limit of 10% shall be not applicable for
investments in index fund or sector or industry specific scheme.

e A mutual fund shall not invest more than 5% of its NAV in the
unlisted equity shares or equity related instruments in case of
open- ended scheme and 10% of its NAV in case of closed ended
scheme.

e No mutual fund under all its schemes should own more than 10%
of any company’s paid up capital carrying voting rights.

e A mutual fund should not invest more than 10% of its NAV
in debt instruments comprising money market instruments and
non-money market instruments issued by the single issuer, which
are rated not below investment grade by a credit rating agency
authorized to carry out such an activity under the Act. Such
investments limits may be extended to 12% of the NAV of the
scheme with the prior approval of the Board of Trustees and
Board of AMC.

e A mutual fund scheme shall not invest more than 10% of its
NAV in unrated debt instruments issued by a single issuer and
the total investments in such instruments in such instruments shall
not exceed 25% of the NAV of the scheme.
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2- A mutual fund scheme shall not invest more than 5% of its net

asset value in units of a single issuer of alternative securities (like
Real Estate Investment Trust etc.) and the total investment in such
investments shall not exceed 10% of the NAV of the scheme.

A scheme may invest in another scheme under the same asset
management company or any other mutual fund without charging
any fees, if aggregate in inter scheme investment made by all
scheme under the same management or in schemes under the
management of any other asset management company shall not
exceed 5% of the net asset value of the mutual fund.

Wherever investments are intended to be of long-term nature,
mutual funds shall get the securities purchased or transferred in
the name of the mutual fund on the account of the concerned
scheme.

Pending positioning of funds of a scheme in terms of investment
objectives of the schemes, a mutual fund may invest them in
short term deposits of schedule commercial banks, subject to such
Guidelines as may be specified by the Board.

Rights of unit holders of mutual fund

According to the SEBI (Mutual Fund) Regulations, every mutual

fund investor enjoys some rights.

Rights of unit holders in mutual funds-

1.

In case of SIP the statements of accounts to be sent to the investors
within 10 business days of initial transaction. However, for all
ongoing transactions the fund house has to send the statement of
account on a quarterly basis.

. On the specific request made by the investor for the statement of

accounts, it needs to be sent to the investors within 5 business
days without any charges.
If mandated by the investor, soft copy of the statement accounts
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shall be e-mailed to him on a monthly basis. ’\/\/\3

4. Mutual fund need to send investors their scheme-wise annual
report, or abridged summary reports on registered e-mail address.
If no email address is available then they need to send a physical
copy to the registered postal address of the investor.

5. Mutual fund needs to process redemption or repurchase request
of investors within 10 business days. If there is any delay then
they are liable to pay a penal interest on the proceeds, at a rate
specified by the SEBI from time to time.

6. Dividend warrants needs to be dispatched to the investors within
30 days of declaration.

7. NAV of all mutual fund schemes has to be published daily in at
least 2 newspapers.

8. Investors can appoint up to 3 nominees in their mutual fund
investments and can also mention % distribution among them in
case of demise of the investor. If % distribution is not mentioned

them equal distribution will be among all nominees.

Disadvantages to the investors rights

1. Investors cannot sue the trust, as they are not distinct from the
trust, which is one registered owner of their funds.

2. Investments cannot be compensated if the performance of the fund
is below the expectations. Investors have to fully bear the risks
associated with the scheme.

3. There are no legal remedies to a prospective investor. In order to
enjoy any of the above rights, one must be a registered investor
in the fund.

Classification of mutual funds on the basis of nature -
1) Equity funds

2) Debt funds

3) Money market funds

4) Hybrid funds
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2- Equity Funds -: As the name indicates, these mutual fund schemes
primarily invest on equity stocks i.e., shares of companies traded

on the stock exchanges.

Equity funds can be further divided into Diversified and Sector

equity funds, Mid Cap Funds, Small cap funds, Index funds,

Specific funds, ELSS Tax Saving schemes, and many more.

e Debt Funds-: As the name indicates, these mutual fund schemes
primarily invest in debt instruments ie., company debentures,
government bonds and other fixed income instruments.

As compared to equity funds, debt funds carry lower risk and

offer lower returns. Debt funds can be further divided into short

and long-term debt funds, gilt funds etc.

e Money Market Funds-: These funds invest only in money market
instruments i.e., only liquid instruments like Treasury Bills,
Commercial Papers, Commercial Bills or any other instruments
specified by RBL. Money market schemes are also known as liquid
schemes. These funds have a lock-in period of 15 days.

Till recently, the RBI regulated money market funds, but they

now come under the purview of SEBI. Money market funds are

considered safe investments for those looking to park surplus
funds for immediate but moderate returns.

* Hybrid Funds-: Hybrid funds invest in a mix of equity and debt
instruments. Hybrid schemes thus aim to strike a balance between
the high returns of equity and better safety of debt funds. They
can either be equity oriented or debt oriented mutual funds.

If a fund invests minimum 65% in equities then it is called
equity- oriented scheme and if it invests less than 65% in equities
then it is called debt-oriented schemes.

As we know that the hybrid mutual funds carry a combination
of equity and debt funds so now, we will be terminating our chapter
with the discussion of equity and debt mutual funds.

The basic concept of hybrid funds is to provide investors a product
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in mutual fund that combines both growth and income objectives, by

H

investing both stocks (for growth) or bonds (for income). These kind
of diversified holdings ensure that these funds will manage fall in the
stock market without too much of a loss on investor’s pocket the flip
sude balanced mutual funds will usually increase less than all-stock
fund during a bull market or boom in market.

Investment pattern of hybrid mutual fund
The aim of hybrid mutual funds is to provide both growth

and regular income as such schemes invest both in equities and
fixed income securities in the proportion indicated in their offer
documents. They generally invest 65-70 percent in equity and 30-35
percent in debt instruments. These funds are also affected because
of fluctuation in share prices in the stock markets. However NAVs
of such funds are likely to be less volatile compared to pure equity
funds. These are appropriate for investors looking for moderate
growth. Every AMC, who has hybrid mutual funds, has variation in
portfolio of product.

* Equity Market Funds
The equity market is the market for the trading equity instruments.

Stocks are securities that are a claim on the earnings and assets of

a corporation. An example of an equity would be common stocks

shares, such as those traded on The Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE)

and other listed stock exchanges.

As the
exposure is not broad based, therefore it carries a high degree of
risk.

Equity Linked Saving Scheme (ELSS) : An Equity Linked Savings
Scheme (ELSS) is a kind of tax saving scheme and it is an open-
ended Equity Mutual Fund that doesn’t let an individual to save
the taxes, but it provides an opportunity to grow your money. It
qualifies for tax exemptions under section (u/s) 80C of the Indian
Income Tax Act. This Equity Linked Saving Scheme (ELSS) or
tax saving/planning mutual fund scheme is the best way to save
taxes. Investments in ELSS funds qualify for tax deductions of up
to Rs 1.5 lakh under Section 80C of the Income Tax Act.

Debt Funds

A debt fund is a kind of pool of investment, similar to a mutual fund

or exchange-traded fund, in which core holdings are fixed income
investments. This fund may invest in terms of short-term or long-
term bonds, securitized products, money market instruments or
floating rate debt. If we compare debt fund and equity fund in
aspect of fee ratio so we came to a consequence that ratios on
debt funds are usually lower, on average, when compared to

equity funds because the overall management costs are lower.

Introduction:

Neuralink Understands the brain:

Your Brain Has 86 Billion Neurons Neurons transmit and receive
information. Although there are many distinct types of neurons, they
all typically consist of three parts: an axon that transmits signals, a

soma that computes signals, and a dendrite that receives signals.

Electric signals are used by neurons to communicate.
Synapses release neurotransmitters in response to action potentials.
By attaching to receptors on dendrites, these tiny chemicals create
channels that allow current to pass across the membrane of the
neuron. An action potential is started by a neuron when it gets the

“correct” combination of spatiotemporal synaptic input.

Electrical signals from the brain can be recorded.

Electrodes are positioned close to neurons in order to pick up
action potentials. We are able to decipher the information conveyed
by those neurons by recording from a large number of neurons. For
instance, neurons indicate desired motions in the parts of the brain
that control movement. The information we see, feel, touch, or believe
is carried by neurons in the brain.

Tesla multibillionaire The entrepreneur owns a number of unique
businesses in addition to his well-known businesses like Tesla and
SpaceX. According to him, he began working toward achieving
“symbiosis” between the human brain and artificial intelligence

through one of them.
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Musk’s brain interface technology firm is called Neuralink. In

other words, it involves developing technology that may be inserted
into a person’s brain, where it could record activity and perhaps
stimulate it. The technology has several potential near-term medical
uses, such as the treatment of Parkinson’s illness, even if Musk loves
to speak about his futuristic vision for it, which involves fusing

human consciousness with Al

What you should know about Neuralink is as follows:

In 2016, Neuralink was covertly and covertly formed.

Musk frequently associates Neuralink with his concerns about
artificial intelligence, despite the fact that the business has been praised
for its near-term uses. In 2019, Musk told “Artificial Intelligence”
podcast host Lex Fridman that Neuralink was designed to solve the
existential risk associated with digital superintelligence. Musk has
indicated that he believes mankind will be able to reach “symbiosis

with artificial intelligence”

These allegations have raised questions from experts.

Insider met with University of Newcastle neurologist Prof.
Andrew Jackson in September 2020. He stated: “That is not to say
it won’t happen, but I believe the underlying neurology to be much
more dubious. We know considerably less about how those mental
processes function, so just because you can anticipate where a pig’s
leg will land when it’s walking on a treadmill doesn’t indicate you
can read thoughts, “Professor Andrew Jackson said.

In August 2020, another academic, Andrew Hires, told Insider
that Musk’s ideas about AI and humanity joining are aspirational
dream land.

Two pieces of equipment are being created by Neuralink. The
first involves implanting a chip with electrodes into someone’s brain
within their skull.
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2 The coin-sized chip that Neuralink is creating would be implanted
in the patient’s skull. A network of tiny wires that are each about

20 times thinner than a human hair spread out from the chip into
the patient’s brain.

The cables have 1,024 electrodes, which may be used to monitor
brain activity and, in theory, activate the brain electrically. The device
wirelessly transmits all of this data to computers so that researchers
may study it.

The robot would operate similarly to a sewing machine by forcing
flexible wires coming from a Neuralink chip into a person’s brain
with a rigid needle.

In January 2021, Neuralink unveiled a video displaying the robot.

According to Musk, the device might make implanting the
electrodes for Neuralink as simple as LASIK eye surgery. Although
this is a big statement, neuroscientists told Insider in 2019 that the
machine has several extremely intriguing characteristics.

Professor Andrew Hires brought attention to a function that
would automatically change the needle’s position to account for a
patient’s brain movement, which occurs during surgery along with
breathing and heartbeat.

The robot is eight feet tall as it stands right now, and while
Neuralink is working on the technology that powers it, Woke Studios
created its design.

In a live demonstration in 2020, the business demonstrated one
of its chips operating in a pig named Gertrude.

The proof-of-concept demonstration revealed how the chip could
precisely anticipate the location of Gertrude’s limbs as she walked
on a treadmill and capture brain activity as the pig sniffed about for
food. Musk said that the pig had lived for two months with the chip
within her head.

University’s Professor Andrew Jackson, an expert in neural interfaces.

“This is solid engineering but mediocre neuroscience,” he said

As most brain interfaces now used on test animals include wires
protruding out through the skin, Jackson told Insider after the 2020
presentation that the wireless relay from the Neuralink chip may
possibly have a significant influence on the wellbeing of animal test
subjects in research.

In terms of number of channels or other aspects, he said, even
if the technology doesn’t do anything more than we are able to do
at the moment, just from a welfare aspect for the animals, I think if
you can do experiments with something that doesn’t involve wires
coming through the skin, that’s going to improve the welfare of
animals.

Elon Musk, the millionaire founder of Tesla, is best known for
his high-profile businesses SpaceX and Tesla, but he also owns a
number of strange projects. He claims that via one of them, he began
working toward achieving “symbiosis” between the human brain and
artificial intelligence.

Musk founded the brain interface technology business Neuralink.
Simply described, it involves developing technology that might be
incorporated into a person’s brain, where it may record and perhaps
stimulate brain activity.

While Musk frequently touts his futuristic vision for the technology,
which involves the fusion of Al and human consciousness, there are
several possible near-term medical uses for the technology, including
the treatment of Parkinson’s disease.

A chip in someone’s brain may be used to treat neurological
conditions like Parkinson’s disease in the near future.

Neuralink’s improved neural interface technology may help in
the research and treatment of severe neurological diseases including
Parkinson’s and Alzheimer’s.

In a 2019 interview with Insider, Hires stated, the first application
you can imagine is better mental control for a robotic arm for someone
who’s paralysed. He added that electrodes in a patient’s brain may
be able to replicate the sensation of touch, allowing the patient to

exert finer motor control over a prosthetic limb.

Introduction

Since the dawn of civilization, human society, natural environment
and disasters have been closely interlinked. Natural disasters and the
increasing environmental degradation world-wide are serious threats
to development. Natural disasters threaten all three dimensions of
development to include economic, social and environmental. In the
past twenty years, earthquakes, volcanic eruptions, landslide, floods,
tropical storms, droughts and other natural calamities have killed
over three million people, inflicted injury, disease, homelessness and
misery on one billion others, and caused billons of dollars of material
damage. Currently annual global economic costs related to disaster
events average US$1200 billion per year and it is likely to double
by the Year 2025. 80 percent of the world’s population resides
in developing countries and it has been estimated that up to 60
percent of these people are highly vulnerable to floods, severe storms
and earthquakes. Besides 90 percent of the natural disasters and 95
percent of the total disaster-related deaths world-wide, occur in the
developing countries. Since the 1960s, economic losses due to disasters
have increased at least fivefold. These losses are growing largely
due to the increasing concentration of population and investments in
vulnerable locations as well as inadequate measures to reduce risk.

The term disaster is commonly used to denote any odd event
natural or man made which brings about immense misery to a region

and it becomes difficult to cope with the situation through local resources.

Classification of Disasters
Disasters can be classified based on nature of onset (rapid/ slow),

natural and manmade disasters as under:-
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g(/a\),w Natural Disaster.

(i) Wind Related - Storm, Cyclone, Tornado, Storm surge and
Tidal waves.
(ii) Water Related - Flood, Cloudburst, Flash flood, Excessive
rains and Drought.
(iii) Earth Related - Earthquake, Tsunamis, Avalanches, Landslides
and Volcanic eruptions.

(b) Man Made Disasters.
I. Accidents. Road, Rail, Air, Sea and Building collapse.
II. Industrial Mishaps. Gas Leak, explosion, sabotage and safety
breach.
III. Fire. Building, Coal and Oil
IV. Forest Fire. In tropical countries forest fires are often manmade.
V. Contamination/Poisoning. Food, water, illicit-liquor and
epidemics.
VI. Terrorists Activities
VII. Ecological. Pollution (air, water, noise), soil degradation, loss
of biodiversity, global warming, sea level rise, toxic wastes
and nuclear accidents.
VIII. Warfare. Conventional, chemical and nuclear.

A few important ones are described below:-

(a) Earthquake. Layers of rock make up the earth’s surface. Rocks
do not bend or break easily. Tension caused by movement of Earth’s
plates, build up over the years until the rocks can take the strain no
longer. Suddenly they crack and shift, sending out shock waves, and
reducing anything built on the surface to rubble. This is what we call
an earthquake. The shock of the initial earthquake may be followed
by a series of aftershocks over the next few days. These fade as the
rocks settle down into their new positions.
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(b) Tsunamis. This giant wave is caused by an undersea eartl’u\]:;;e\.g
Vibrations rush through the ocean at hundreds of kilometers an hour.

When they reach shallow waters they slow down and build up into
vast waves, at times 76m (250 ft) tall. The tsunami crashes onto the
shore, sweeping away anything in its way

(c) Volcanoes. Volcano is like a vent or chimney to the earth’s
surface from a reservoir of molten rock, called magma, deep in the
crust of the earth. The eruption occurs when slabs of rock forming
the Earth’s surface, called plates, begin to move. When old plates
collide, and one is ground down beneath the next, the plates melt
and produce very violent volcanoes. Other types of volcanoes also
exist, such as those that form as new plates grow. The molten
material wells from the mantle, spurting up as quiet volcanoes. Some
volcanoes lie away from the plate edges, above a very active spot in
the Earth’s mantle. A study shows that approximately 600 volcanoes
are active or have erupted. On an average, about 50 volcanoes erupt
every year. At present, about 10 percent of the world’s population
lives on or near potentially dangerous volcanoes.

(d) Landslides. Landslides generally occur as secondary effects
of heavy rains storms, earthquakes and volcanic eruptions. It occurs
as a result of changes, either sudden or global or gradual in the
composition and structure of rocks or hydrology or vegetation on a
slope. It covers a wide variety of landforms and processes involving
the movement of soil under the influence of gravity.

(e) Hurricanes. Sometimes called Tropical Cyclones, typhoons, or
willy- willies, hurricanes can rip up trees, destroy crops, and flatten
buildings. Torrential rain causes flooding and coastal regions may be
swamped by huge waves whipped up by winds that blow as fast as
300 km/h (185 mp). Hurricanes start to form when the Sun’s heat
stirs up moist air over the oceans, where the temperature at the
center of the storm, called the eye, can be more than 300 km (185

miles) across and the winds only gale force. But as the eye narrows
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to about 50 km (30 miles) across, the winds begin to swirl around

-

it at hurricane force. Every year, violent storms with torrential rains
and very strong winds bring widespread devastation to coastlines
and islands lying in their paths. Cyclones pose a major threat to lives
and property in many parts of the world.

(f) Flood. It can arise from abnormally heavy precipitation, dam
failures, rapid snow melting, river blockages or even burst water
mains. It is usually sudden in onset. Types of floods can further
be classified into Inland and Coastal floods. Major floods result in
physical damage, deaths and injuries, problems in drinking water
supply and food shortages and displacement of population.

(g) Drought. If, over about two weeks, there is less than 0.2
mm (1/100in) of precipitation, there is said to be a drought. Without
reservoirs, there is not enough water for people and crops. Some
places have extreme drought which lasts for many years. Droughts
have disastrous and long-term impact on the economy and can affect
a large segment of the society which may last for months and in some
cases several years. Generally, drought situation may be defined as
a temporary reduction in water or moisture availability significantly
below the normal or expected amount for a specific period. Drought

is a slow onset phenomenon.
